How to Set Up Students in Tinkercad
Introduction to Physical Computing with Arduino

There are two options for monitoring student circuits and programs in Tinkercad.

1) Tinkercad Classroom: This option is the best choice if students do not have access to gmail accounts
and/or you do not want them to log in using their email and a password. The catch is that students will
need to enter a unique class code every time they sign in to Tinkercad, so this code will need to be
posted or kept in a place students can easily access.

2) Tinkercad Group Moderation: This option is the best choice if students have gmail accounts that can be
used for SSO (single sign on). They will join your group using a one time code and then you will be able
to monitor their work from then on. Another feature available with group moderation is the ability to add
other adults as moderators who are able to track student progress, such as a co-teacher, administrator,

counselor, etc.

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6) Agree to the policy and create an account using an email or signing in through Google.

7) When you reach the main page, click Classes
in the top bar

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9) Enter the needed information. (Note: You can Grades

add all of your students in one class or separate

them by period or grade, etc.) ik

10) Click Add Students
11) You can add students one by one here or click Paste a list of students to add a group at once. The only
information you’ll need to enter for each student is a nickname that is chosen by you. This is how
students will log in to their account. (They don’t need to set an email or password!)
e |t’s a good idea to standardize the nickname for each student, such as firstname_lastname,
firstnamelLastname, or using a student ID number.

12) Click Class Code inside the class you've made. Add students ] [ Class Code(

13) Provide either the class link or class code to students and give them their nicknames.

e Students will need the class link or class code and their nickname everytime they sign in. It is
helpful to have them record them somewhere at this point so that you do not need to give this
information to them everytime they use the platform.

14) Once students sign in to their account, their student icon will turn blue.
e Note: Sign on instructions are available to students in the course.
