As a reminder, these are the main components of a table:

<table>: The table is the container for all table data. All the tags that follow must exist inside the table
tag.

<th>: Table header. This is used to store the header information about the data that follows in the row or
column.

<tr>: Table row. This organizes the table data into rows.

<td>: Table data. This is a single element that contains the data that will be displayed on the table.
